Health (DOSH) recommends sampling position to be 
between 0.75 m and 1.20 m above the floor. 

 
Explanation: Both the ISO 16000-1 and the Industry Code of Practice on Indoor Air 
Quality published by the Department of Occupational Safety and Health (DOSH) can be 

referred as two complementing documents. Slight variation is noted where ICOP 
recommends sampling position to be between 0.75 m and 1.20 m above the floor to cover 
places such as nurseries and kindergartens. All exposure limits for the 5 indoor air 
contaminants can be referred to in the Table 2 of the ICOP.
